1. Apologies for absence: D McGowan 12/33
2. Minutes of the last meeting held on 9th July 2012: Agreed and signed 12/34
3. Village maintenance 12/35
a) Overgrown footpaths on A34 – DM advised that Simon Davies had advised that the paths will be cleared within a few weeks but this has not been done yet.  JR will email DM to advise.  JR
b) Road flooding:-  Near Church  - forwarded to next meeting.
Oak Lane – JR advised that work is underway to assess and repair the    collapsed drain which has now been visited.

Bunce Lane – blocked gully log no. 4742611 – fault still outstanding
c) Potholes: - 
Marton Hall Lane – no progress – JR to report these again. JR
School Lane – these have been reported and 3 out of 4 have been repaired

Oak Lane – MPC received formal complaint regarding an accident involving a pothole during the Wakes walk, advising that the walk would have to be cancelled the following year if the pot holes were not repaired.  JR advised that he has emailed Simon Davies and asked for a review of Oak Lane prior to next years walk so that any repairs needed can be done. The hedges on this road are also overgrown and JR advised that he would show Cllr Smetham. BN advised that the pot hole has been reported to Cheshire East. JR
d) Dog fouling on Oak Lane – a sign to discourage this has now been put up by the dog warden – Clerk to email dog warden to thank.  Clerk
4. Community Pride Competition 12/36 
BN and DM will attend the prize giving on 4th October to see if we have won an award.  JR expressed thanks for all the effort that has been put in to making the village look so good.
5. Highway and road safety matters 12/37
a) Speeding & accidents on A34 – DM and DS attended a meeting with Highways and the Marton stretch of the A34 has been identified as a problem area to receive attention.  Information was given by MPC reps regarding problems and concerns and Highways are due to report back their plan of action by the next meeting.
b) Community Speed Watch Scheme  - AD to contact Suzanne Gillert regarding this and also when Marton will get a turn with the mobile speed indicating device.  AD
6.    Marton School 12/38
a) School Parking and Transport – DS advised that a meeting has been arranged with the relevant department of CEC on 2nd October to discuss concerns about coach sizes.
LN advised that the slow sign painted on the road by the school has been worn away and a discussion followed regarding possible speeding problems on School Lane.  It was agreed that LN would flag up the worn sign on CEC’s website and JR would write to the school requesting that parents be reminded to be courteous and considerate when driving at school drop off and pick up time. b) School Landscaping scheme – DM has sent the revised layout (additional planters) & changes to the lease to Simon Davies who does not envisage any problems. Awaiting new lease before purchasing additional planters.
