33. Minutes of last meeting on 11th July 2011: Agreed and signed as an accurate record
34.    Continuing Business:

a. Village maintenance – DM and DS have now replanted the green.  John and Dan Percival have offered to cut back the trees on the banking for Duke of Edinburgh Award.  BN to liaise with them if they require any help. BN



b. School area project – still awaiting legal agreement from Cheshire East – DM has been pursuing this through several emails to Simon Davies with no success.  LS agreed to chase this up.  LS


c. Overgrown footpaths on A34 – Email received from Cheshire East advising that this work will only be partially carried out due to finance.  DM believed it is a mandatory obligation of the council to keep the footpaths clear regardless of budget.  LS was unsure and agreed to try and get a definitive answer. LS
d. Mobile speed indicating device – DM has received nothing back from Anthony Hall who is MPC’s contact on this and will chase this up. a. Dan Percival – is going for his Silver Duke of Edinburgh award and has suggested carrying out various tasks in the village towards this.  These include a programme of erecting bird and bat boxes throughout Marton and setting up a Community Orchard on the Folley area.  The meeting felt this was a good idea and suggested that a full planting plan be presented for MPC’s approval.  DM
b. Proposed Dates for 2012 meetings – Dates agreed, Clerk to circulate to all councillors.  Clerk
c. Broadband connection problems – LS advised that Cheshire East are aiming to get a good broadband connection in rural areas by 2014.  LS is working with Cllr David Brown and David Hills who has an internet company called Xtreme.  They are looking into the possibility of offering a better broadband connection to rural areas for a small cost.  LS is collecting postcodes and telephone numbers of any interested residents.
d. Fairtrade in Cheshire East – The meeting agreed this was not appropriate for Marton.
e. Email from Sara Griffith re local information sharing – DM agreed to discuss this issue with Sara Griffith and report back to the next meeting.  DM
f. Local Development Framework, Place Shaping, Rural Stakeholder event - Friday 16th September 9.30am -12 noon at Sandbach Town Hall – LS advised that this event was not open to Parish Councils afterall.
g. Parish Council Website – LS advised that Cheshire East will host a web page for us at no cost which other businesses in the village can link into – Clerk to look into this.  Clerk

h. Cheshire Playing Field Association – agreed not to subscribe.
i. Unsafe trees – AD advised that there are a number of trees on Oak Lane: by No 1, No 3 and No 10/11 that are unsafe and there is a risk of them falling.  Clerk to contact the CEC Tree Officer and report these.  Clerk
